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How will the new roadway look when it’s complete? 

The figure above shows a cross-section of the proposed roadway design on Military 
Road between Lemmon Drive and Lear Boulevard. The road will feature two lanes in 
each direction, a center turn lane, and a multi-use pathway for pedestrians and 
bicyclists. There will also be improved drainage and added landscaping. The 
proposed design also allows for pedestrians to continue using the existing sidewalks 
on the non-shared-use path side of the roadway. 

What benefits will the new roadway provide?

The project offers a plethora of benefits to our community, including enhanced traffic 
flow and safety, increased roadway capacity, a new multi-use path for pedestrians 
and bicyclists, improved safety measures at intersections, improved drainage 
systems, and accessibility enhancements.
 
When will the project start?

Construction on the project is anticipated to begin in 2025.

How much will it cost? 

This project represents a significant investment of approximately $25.5 million into 
our community funded with Regional Road Impact Fees, which are fees paid by 
developers.
